For When the Church Budget Doesn’t Do It

“I have learned to be content with whatever I have. I know what it is to
have little, and I know what it is to have plenty. In any and all
circumstances I have learned the secret of being well fed and of going
hungry, of having plenty and of being in need. I can do all things through
him who strengthens me ... and my God will fully satisfy every need of yours
according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus. To our God and Father be
glory forever and ever. Amen.”

Philippians 4: 11b-13, 19,20 (NRSV)

When money is tight we really sweat it! It doesn’t matter if it is in our personal lives
or in the life of our church. We become anxious, discouraged, and even blame and
whine. Then we begin to lose hope. This passage from Philippians speaks about Paul’s
attitude regarding money. These same attitudes are appropriate in our individual lives
and in our churches. Trust and confidence in God’s ability to meet our needs gives us a
much needed perspective for all of life’s situations.

If our mission is of God, and our decisions are shaped by the Spirit of God, we can
trust that same God to provide the resources to meet our needs. If our churches are just
doing “church work” instead of the “work of God”, then we have reason to be
concerned. As God’s church we are not just another community organization. We are
the people of God called to do God’s work in the community and the world.

A prayer for the journey (written by James M. Lapp of Sellerville, PA): We confess,
O God, our tendencies to act self-sufficiently and then to worry when things seem out of
control. We are especially prone to take things into our own hands when the budget is
tight or in the red. Forgive us for our lack of faith and our failure to trust in your
boundless resources. Again this day, we acknowledge it in your work in which we are
engaged. We want to be dependent on you even though we find dependence a difficult
challenge. Guide our deliberation so that they are infused with hope, contentment, and
Jjoy, and truly become a doxology of praise to you. Amen.

The digital television transition affects your church’s wireless microphone systems.. Per the
FCC, users of wireless microphone systems that operate in the 700 MHz (TV ch 52-69) band
must cease all use of these systems beginning June 12, 2009. The change to digital
televisions broadcasting has caused the FCC to reassign the UHF 700 MHz band used by
many wireless microphone systems. This band is now to be used only for public and
emergency broadcasting and by corporation who have purchased special licenses for
broadcasting within the 700MHz band. This means that wireless microphone system users in
the 700 MHz band are legally required to stop using their systems on June 12gh or could be
subject to prosecution. Your system will begin to experience interference, increased signal
dropouts, decreased operating range, undesired noises, and will ultimately be overpowered by
the new700MHz broadcasters. See the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking and Order (24
